Previous Minutes—Review of minutes from February 17 and March 27, 2015.  Attendance did not constitute a quorum so voting was not done.  Minutes were approved via e-mail on April 28.  11-0.
From the Graduate College— David Holger, Associate Provost and Dean
The Provost’s Council discussed a change in the graduate assistant tuition policy that would make employing units responsible for the tuition scholarship for GA appointees outside their home college unless the home college and employing unit have reached some other agreement.  The default however, would be the employing unit is responsible for tuition scholarships for outside home college appointees.  The change in policy has not yet been approved, but sentiment among the deans was strongly supportive.  If approved, it would be effective FY 17 to allow units that appoint GAs to plan appropriately.  This issue will be considered again, and a decision likely reached, at the April 29 meeting of the Provost’s Council.  Any comments or suggestions can be sent to Holger.

Deadlines for submitting POSC.  Current  vs. future.  Current policy says the POSC needs to be approved before end of the semester in order to graduate the next semester. Options could be to loosen deadline to the end of the semester.  When Grad College “flips the switch” for POSCs to be approved automatically, fewer POSCs will be stopping at the Graduate College.  Graves would like feedback as to whether the policy should allow late submissions of POSC.  The Council may want to consider changes to policy.  Think about big picture of the policy.   Discussion:  There has been a large influx of master’s students, especially coursework only or creative component and late submissions may be an appropriate option.  Coursework only may need to be different.

2.   Systematic review of the Graduate College Handbook 
a. Chapter 7 – Graduation requirements.  Grad College staff, Levi Stanley, Jennifer Margrett.  Draft chapter for discussion and vote at April meeting.  Vote by e-mail. Approved with minor changes listed below via e-mail on April 28.  11-0.

b. Chapter 10 – Postdoc Dismissal Procedures – main discussion points.  Ogilvie.  Presented in March, to be voted on at the April meeting.  Approved with minor changes listed below via e-mail on April 28.  11-0.

Discussion notes:  Nothing was in place before for the grievance process.  All is new.  Remove one of the two Step 3s.  All parties can appeal.  Question:  One department refers to as Post Doc Trainees.  Handbook refers to D base as Scholars.  Names should be consistent.   Grievance is if a Post Doc feels a wrong by the faculty member.  Graduate College has oversight over all Post Docs, not VPR.  The Graduate College could consult with VPR or anyone else regarding grievance.  Post Docs currently have no grievance process under Human Resources as employees.     The wording for the dismissal process was slightly changed to include a written notice with steps and timeline and to establish expectations in writing.  Timeline will be left up to the PI.  Notice of dismissal will be a one-month timeline for use before the Letter  Of Intent expires.  Vacation time has to be used by the end of the year, it does not accrue.   There is a benefits section in HR for post docs.  Ogilvie will make changes.  Vote by e-mail.
   

2. Writing Quality and Integrity Sub-Committee, Jennifer Margrett, Jamie Horwitz, recommendation. The sense at the DOGE meeting was that it would be a good idea to develop a potential policy regarding use of i-Thenticate for dissertations and theses and that further discussion of the draft should then occur on a fairly broad basis.    Settings in the i-Thenticate program can be adjusted to accommodate different situations.  Journals are starting to require use of this program.  Discuss at future Graduate Council meetings to work out details and process for implanting use for graduate students.

See Proposal bullets.   In favor of system where nominations could include PostDocs.
